Hi everyone,
I’m writing this mid-November, but it must be time to start getting things ready for Christmas; out walking with the dog earlier today I saw the first Christmas tree on display in a nearby garden, the lights shining so brightly in the gathering dusk – it looked really lovely and very cheering to anyone walking past.  

Christmas “to do” lists! Do you have one?  When I was a child, “getting ready for Christmas” was all about opening the numbered door on our Advent Calendar (which I often had to share with my little sister), and looking forward to the Christmas party on the last day of term after the carol service and Nativity Play the day before.  Advent Calendars years ago were all pretty similar, with little variation between them.  Glitter or not, chocolates behind the doors or not, and some fairly trad pictures of a suspiciously clean stable with Mary and Joseph, baby Jesus and a couple of animals looking on, plus a few blue-eyed fair-haired angels up on the stable roof.  But these days there is so much more variety!  Pop-up or slot-together calendars, calendars with anything from varieties of gin or make-up -to Lego or even coffee pods.  There are calendars covered in snowmen, or dogs wearing tartan scarves, calendars with Christmas gonks or trains, calendars decorated with superheroes or snowflakes.  You can go full Mary -and-Joseph-and-the-wee-donkey or avoid absolutely any mention of “the reason for the season” if that’s the way you want to do things.  I think it’s great that there is so much more choice, allowing everyone who wants to, to find some way of counting down the days in a style that puts a smile on your face when you open that little door.  An Advent calendar is designed to give you a moment of happiness, feel that positive sense of anticipation – completely opposite to that stress which can gather when Grown-up You look at the “To Do” list.  

And yet whatever age we are, Advent is about getting ready for Christmas. It’s about clearing space – physical or spiritual, so you can look forward with joy and excitement to the birth of a baby who was  - and still is – the sign that God is with us, that God loves us, cares about us, and wants to be with us where we are,  This is such good news that the Church goes right on telling that story any way we can – because it is a story that we believe is still worth telling, which the world still needs to hear.  This year we are telling it with candle-lit carol services and Nativities in the traditional way – but you can also open our doors at various places and times in the Advent season to cheer the arrival of Mary and Joseph in Cleeve Prior, (Friday 6th), join a posse of “Celebrating Santas” (Sunday 8th), dress up at a “DIY Nativity” (22nd) or help tell the story of the Nosy Mouse on Christmas Day itself.

Be Bright, Be Seen – Autumn / Winter road safety initiative
With the darker nights and colder weather upon us, the Road Safety Team is running a Be Bright, Be Seen initiative throughout the autumn and winter months to remind all road users to take extra care on the roads and ensure they are visible to others.
The Safer Neighbourhood Team have with a limited supply of hi-vis goodies to support your engagement activity with vulnerable road users such as cyclists and pedestrians who are not visible enough to other road users – particularly during early morning and evening commute times.
If anyone needs some hi-vis goodies please let us know. These include rucksack covers, bike lights, flashing armbands, reflectors and cycle sticker packs.
Protecting yourself from vehicle crime
With the darker nights here, there could be more opportunities for vehicle thieves in the hours of darkness. We can often see car thieves and car key burglars using the cover of night to carry out their crimes, but a few small steps can help stop them in their tracks.
West Mercia Police is committed to tackling vehicle crime and has the following advice to protect your cars, motorbikes and vans from being stolen: -
Do you have a security light/doorbell camera?  Lock your windows; Get a steering wheel disc lock; If possible, secure your vehicle out of sight in a garage; Put your keys in a ‘Faraday’ pouch; Install a tracker to your vehicle;

Dear Friends of the Kings Arms, 
The last weeks have seen renewed activity by the Management Committee of the Cleeve Prior Community Pub Ltd CBS. Following the budget we again contacted the Department and asked about the status of outstanding grant applications under the previous Community Ownership Fund. The response was, however, rather disappointing. Although it was recognised that, "uncertainty was challenging for groups seeking to save vital community assets", it simply stated that the Government were "reviewing all options", and would, "report in due course". 
This correspondence has reinforced the validity of the Committee's decision to explore alternative funding sources. The recent drop in global interest rates has allowed us to rework the financial projections in our business plan to include the repayments on a 40-year annuity-based loan of £250,000 from the Public Works Loan Board. This reworked business plan and financial model were circulated by email to all current investors in the Community Share Offer. It was also sent to the Cleeve Prior Parish Council for their information, as the application for such a PWLB loan has to be made by the Parish Council. 
At the Parish Council meeting on Monday 4 November it was agreed that the process for an application should be started. Included in this process will be a period of consultation with village residents followed by a referendum when all village residents aged 18 and over will be able to vote. No application for any loan can be made until the results of the village referendum have been received. 
As part of the consultation period, in addition to written information on social media and email, a series of Public Meetings will be held when the issues can be discussed. The first of these Public Meetings will be held on Saturday 14 December at 2.00pm in the Memorial Hall when members of the pub CBS and the Parish Council will be available to answer your questions. At least one other meeting is planned for early January before the referendum will be held. Exact details about how the referendum will be conducted will be published at a later date.
Finally, with the transfer of management responsibilities away from Dave to Steve and his team happening this week, Steve has been working hard to react to the needs of the village with new offers such as the Saturday Breakfast Club, Xmas festive menus and new real ales from Bewdley brewery. He needs our support, especially since business has been so adversely impacted by the ongoing closure of the Bidford bridge.
