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The Wild flowers
we see today
were the result

October 1999
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In August 1999 it became apparent that in wet
weather the Pond would flood the adjacent meadow
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So in the summer of
2003 the pond was
enlarged to take up the
extra water and to help
the development of
wildlife
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The work to the pond
generated a large
amount of spoil and
this was deposited at
the top of the green
to form a semi
circular viewing
mound
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
